DOGS ELIGIBLE TO ENTER
This trial is open to all dogs six months of age or older that are registered with the American Kennel Club or that have AKC Limited Registration, Purebred Alternative Listing/Indefinite Listing Privileges (PAL/ILP) or an AKC Canine Partners listing number, or approved Foundation Stock Service (FSS) breeds. 

Mixed breed dogs that have been listed with AKC Canine Partners may participate provided their listing number has been recorded on the entry form.
OBEDIENCE ENTRY FEE is $22 each entry (including 50 cent AKC recording fee and $3.00 AKC event service fee). 

RALLY ENTRY FEE is $22 each entry (including $3.00 AKC recording fee). 

ALL ENTRIES MUST INCLUDE DOG’S JUMP HEIGHT

Attention UDX Exhibitors: Listing “UDX” in the Obedience Class box of the entry form will enter your dog in both Open B and Utility B classes. Once the limits have been reached in either Open or Utility, entries designated “UDX” will be unacceptable in their entirety.

Faxed, e-mail, and on-line entries will not be accepted. The returned check charge is $20.00. Returned checks do not constitute a valid entry. 

Entries Close Wednesday, April 21, 2010 at NOON, after which time entries cannot be accepted, cancelled, altered or substituted, except as provided for in Chapter 11, Section 6 of the Dog Show Rules. 

No refunds for duplicate entries. Care will be taken to find duplicates, however, if an entry has been processed, no refund will be made. Exhibitors are responsible for complete, accurate and legible information on their entry forms; illegible or incomplete entries will not be accepted. There will be an $8.00 service charge for the refund of any entry canceled or withdrawn after it has been processed. 
Entry fees will not be refunded in the event that a dog is unable to compete, absent, disqualified, excused or barred from competition by action of the trial committee. 

Bitches in season are not permitted to compete or on the trial grounds.  DOTC will refund all but $18.00 of entry fees for bitches unable to compete for that reason.  The trial secretary must receive written certification from a veterinarian no later than 30 minutes prior to the start of the first class of the day.  All such refunds will be mailed within two weeks after trial completion.  

No entry fee will be refunded if the Trial cannot be open or completed by reason of riots, civil disturbances, fire, acts of God, public emergency, or any other cause beyond the control of the organizing committee.

OBEDIENCE TRIAL PRIZES 

A qualifying score is required for all prizes. A qualifying ribbon will be given to each dog attaining a qualifying score. First through fourth place ribbons will be awarded in each class. First through fourth places in each class will receive a dog toy. 

Highest Scoring Dog in the Regular Classes will receive a blue & gold rosette. 

Highest Combined Score in Open and Utility will receive a blue & green rosette. 

RALLY TRIAL PRIZES 

A qualifying score is required for all prizes. A qualifying ribbon will be given to each dog attaining a qualifying score. First through fourth place ribbons will be awarded in each class. First through fourth places in each class will receive a dog toy. 

GENERAL INFORMATION 

Free parking is available for all exhibitors and spectators. Park at your own risk. 

All dogs MUST be on leash or confined when not being judged. 

It is expressly understood that exhibitors alone are responsible for the behavior of their dogs and/or children. Any exhibitor whose dog and/or children create unnecessary disturbances or repeatedly engage in unsafe or disruptive behavior may, at the discretion of the Trial Committee, be asked to leave the show site. In such case, no refunds of any fees shall be made. 

DOTC and Meyers Park and Event Center assume no responsibility for any loss, damage or injury sustained by exhibitors, handlers or to any of their dogs or property and further assume no responsibility for injury to children. 

There will be no on-site overnight parking for motor homes or travel trailers. 

THERE WILL BE NO SCHEDULED SET UP ON FRIDAY. 

Dogs may not be left overnight at the trial site. 

Exhibitors should follow their veterinarian’s recommendation to assure their dogs are free of internal and external parasites, any communicable diseases, and have appropriate vaccinations. 

No form of verbal or physical abuse of a dog will be tolerated. Please bring any concerns to the attention of any DOTC member. Be aware that dogs under six months of age are not allowed at any AKC event. Any exhibitor with a puppy will be asked to take the animal out of the building.
